The purpose of this letter is to make certain we are clear on our mutual expectations for the Applied Suicide Intervention Skills Training (ASIST) Training for Trainers (T4T) August 22-26, 2016 in Medford, Oregon. Your participation is sponsored by the Oregon Public Health Division’s Youth Suicide Prevention Program, with funding made possible through grant number SM 061759 from SAMHSA.

Your signature below indicates agreement with these terms:
1. The Oregon Public Health Division will pay your registration fee ($2,885), which includes the T4T, trainer materials, refreshments, and lunches for each of the 5 days of the T4T. 
2. You will attend and fully participate in all 5 days of the T4T.
3. You are responsible for transportation to and from Medford, hotel, meals other than lunches, and all other related expenses.*

4. Each ASIST requires a minimum of 2 Trainers, so you will need to work in partnership with other ASIST Trainers.

5. Each ASIST lasts for 2 days. Each ASIST requires a minimum of 14 and a maximum of 30 participants. Additional trainers may be added for larger ASIST trainings.

6. You agree to conduct at least 3 ASIST trainings in Oregon in the 12 months following your becoming an ASIST Trainer and to meet LivingWorks Registered Trainer status.
7. You will send copies of the completed participant feedback forms and trainer report forms to PHD following each ASIST you conduct (forms will be provided). You may be required to submit training evaluation forms from SAMHSA’s national cross-site evaluation (will be provided).
8. LivingWorks charges about $40.00 US per participant for Participant Kits. This includes royalties, a participant workbook and a prompter card. 
9. You may charge up to $100 per participant for your first 3 trainings. You may use these funds as you see fit, including to pay for Participant Kits and costs associated with hosting an ASIST. While you are not required to charge a fee, you are strongly encouraged to do so. Reasons for this will be explained at the T4T. You may charge as you find appropriate after the first 3 trainings.
10. PHD staff, LivingWorks staff, and Dr. Gary McConahay, Director of ColumbiaCare’s Center for Suicide Prevention will be available to you throughout the life of this project to offer consultation, technical support, and to aid in promoting local ASISTs.
