Special Education Child Count for Excess Cost Calculations

To download your district’s most current SECC data, use the following instructions:

1. Log onto the District webpage at https://district.ode.state.or.us/ 
2. From the Application list, select Special Ed Child Census 

3. From the SECC Menu (on the left side of the screen), select Download Data Extract 

4. For the SECC Collection Data Extract, under Collection Date, select “12/03/2007” (for the most current data)

5. Select “Tab” for your delimiter 

6. Select “With Column Names”  

7. Click the “Download SECC Data” button
8. A window will open asking whether you want to “Open” or “Save” the file.  Select “Save”
9. Select the destination where you want to save your data.  You can also rename the file here, if you wish.  Just make sure you remember the location where you saved your data.

10. Open the file you just saved with Excel.

To determine which children to use for the Excess Cost calculations, go to the column labeled, “SECCAgncySrvgCd” (column BV )
· Children with codes 30 (District Only) and 33 (Regional Program) are the children you should count.
· All other codes should be disregarded

The field labeled, “EnrlGrdCd” (column Z) can be used to determine which students should be used in your Excess Cost calculations for the Elementary and Secondary levels, as defined by your district.
