      2009 School Day Restoration Fund Application








By establishing the School Day Restoration Fund (SB 581), the 2009 Legislature intends to work with school districts and education service districts to ensure that Oregon’s children are able to complete the 2008-09 school year with minimal or no reductions in school days.  The additional $51 million General Fund will be distributed to school districts and education service districts that take all possible steps to eliminate or minimize cuts in school days and to continue special education services including reviewing and possibly reducing administrative salaries, working with teachers and other staff to reduce costs, and accessing local cash reserves.





Prior to receiving moneys from the School Day Restoration Fund, school districts and education service districts shall submit the following original application form to the Department of Education and a copy (including signatures) to the Legislative Fiscal Office.  





It is the intent that all moneys received from this fund are applied to classroom services during the 2008-09 school year and do not add to the cash reserves maintained by any district.
