Purpose:  The purpose of this form (Form 581-1314-M (2/2010)) is to collect data from districts regarding their use of IDEA funds for Coordinated Early Intervening Services (CEIS).  The regulations for CEIS can be found in 34CFR Sec. 300.226.  Federal guidance on CEIS is located at http://idea.ed.gov/explore/home.  The statutory authority for this data collection can be found in IDEA 2004 (20 USC 1413 (f)).  In general, districts using IDEA funds must report annually to the state the amount of dollars a district plans to spend and has spent on CEIS services, the type of CEIS activities, the number of students who received CEIS services; and, the number of students who received CEIS services and subsequently receive special education and related services during the two-year period after receiving CEIS.
To assist you in understanding this data collection, consider the following:
CEIS are services provided to students in kindergarten through grade 12 (with a particular emphasis on students in kindergarten through grade three) who are not currently identified as needing special education or related services, but who need additional academic and behavioral supports to succeed in a general education environment.  The IDEA (920 U.S.C. §1413(f) (2)) and its regulations (34 CFR §300.226(b)) identify the activities that may be included as CEIS: 
(1) professional development for teachers and other school staff to enable such personnel to deliver scientifically based academic and behavioral interventions, including scientifically based literacy instruction, and, where appropriate, instruction on the use of adaptive and instructional software; and 
(2) providing educational and behavioral evaluations, services, and supports, including scientifically based literacy instruction.  
Section 613(f)(5) of the IDEA also states that CEIS funds may be used to carry out services aligned with activities funded by and carried out under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), as amended, if IDEA funds are used to supplement, and not supplant, funds made available under the ESEA for those activities. 

Examples of CEIS might include behavioral interventions to nondisabled students as a part of a Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) initiative. CEIS might fund reading or math specialists to work with nondisabled students who have not reached grade level proficiency in the subject, or fund after-school tutoring for nondisabled students who score below average on assessments.  Funds might also be used to supplement Titles I or III.  
Is the agency (District/LEA) planning on using Coordinated Early Intervening Services (CEIS) during the 2010-11 school year?  If your district is planning to use up to 15% of its IDEA funds for CEIS and will use accounting code AOR 340, please select ‘Yes’ and complete the funding calculation. Funding Calculation
You will find the 2010-11 IDEA Part B Flow-Through Estimate located on the web at http://www.ode.state.or.us/search/page/?id=2937 .  Take the total amount of the district IDEA award and multiply it by 15%. This will give you an estimate of what you can spend.  The district will then need to determine how much of the 15% they will use.  The amount of dollars used for CEIS affects the amount of dollars a district can use for maintenance of effort.  A worksheet titled 2009 ESEA Activities is provided at http://www.ode.state.or.us/search/page/?=1743 to help you determine how much you can spend on CEIS and Maintenance of Effort.  If your district was found to be significantly disproportionate, you are required to spend 15% of your IDEA award on CEIS.
