AGENDA ITEMS

There was no review of the minutes because no minutes were reported.  We have not had any changes in the financial arrangements.  

Barry informed the group that he was meeting with Umpqua Web Design about the calendar; that we would still like to move in the direction of doing hot links but that we will see what we can do.  

The Celebrate children event  is going along well.  Fliers have gone out to the schools, posters, sheets have been placed out.  Things will show up in the newspaper.
Cindy  Shirtcliff, from advantage dental presented information about no tletting go of the poverty conference but moving in a new direction   Lisa Lewis was  supportive of having this happen 
And summarizes her perceptions as follows: 

“We will work with a small action group to plan and implement a poverty conference for the community using the Bridges out of Poverty framework with a desire to haveTeri Drussi-Smith as speaker. We will concurently  explore the possibility of conducting a 'Getting Ahead ' project within the community as a follow up to the conference. (Getting Ahead  is a several- month facilitated process that works directly with adults in poverty to help them understand the hidden rules of middle class and wealth, thereby assisting them to make different choices.) In order for us to implement the Getting Ahead piece, we will need to have a trained facilitator. Cindy will explore with Advantage Dental the possibility of her being that facilitator.

We will use our next regular meeting to create an action plan for delivering a community wide conference (follow up question - who will invite that core team to this meeting.....   I would suggest  to make some of the decisions as an entire group and then assign teams of people to the topics needing follow up work with regular report outs to the entire team. Obviously each of these topics will require many sub-topics under them e.g. Where will include finding a venue, coordinating sound system, IT technology, seating, food, etc.”
The conference would still occur in Jan- Feb 2013

The core team would probably  include Lisa Lewis (DHS), Jerry O’SullivanADAPT, Gillian Wiesenberg,Commission on Kids and Family Brenda Tibbets from Head Start, Kelly Southern from Options, Pat Moore from Roseburg Police Department and  Angela Collar from  Batter Persons and a person from UCAN.   

The motion  about becoming a subcommittee of the Violence Prevention Coalition or Violence Prevention Committee was not approved.

The United Way office has allowed us to meet there through July 2012.  They a have said that we can consider staying there longer  if we wanted to but it wasn’t clear whether or not that was going to be a reality.

ADDITONAL INFORMATION SUPPLIED ON MAY 3 BY Cindy Shirtcliff

I have had email contact with Terie Dreussi-Smith, from Aha Process and the Bridges group regarding the possibility of being a speaker at the proposed poverty conference.
