Introductions/Welcome New Members
· Members in Attendance:  Marion Kotowski, UP 2 US Now; Cindy Shirtcliff, Advantage Dental; Karin Hardin, Healthy Start Healthy Families; Kelly Southern, Options;  Jerry O’Sullivan, ADAPT; (Guest brought by Jerry), Michelle Garcia, Intern at ADAPT.
2. Bridges Conference-April 10th-Successes-what worked/ what didn’t work-
a. The meeting began by Cindy sharing the overall score of the surveys completed and comments shared on the surveys.

i. On a scale from 1-7 the overall score was high on Speaker, Content, and CAPP.  Other comments shared- the facility was too crowded, too cold, the wait on the food and type of food.  People didn’t care for curry, didn’t care for the food.  It was poorly planned and poorly organized.  The caterers didn’t have a cart to transport the food and were not allowed to use the facility’s cart without charge.  Their equipment didn’t work.  People really liked the Hidden Rules, the Mental Model of Poverty, and 10 minutes.  Someone thought it was a slam of the Middle class.  It was estimated that 189 people in attendance.  The Bio was not included in packets.

b. The group talked about having all the set up/ tear down/ and food taken care of.  It was a lot of work and they would like to see ALL the committee members show up and everyone help.  Other location possibilities were brought up-the Danny Lange Center, Jacoby Auditorium, and the Fairgrounds.  The Lange Center may not be a good match as far as matched with the cultural of poverty.  Discussion followed on the fact it was a wine institute.

c. Jerry asked to see the evaluations.  Cindy will bring them to ADAPT.  He’d like to create a document with the outcomes from this conference.  The document would help when applying for grants.  He MAY have a summary of evaluations from conference by the next meeting.
d. Thank you cards/ Certificates have been distributed.
e. 196 pounds of food was collected for UCAN.  Kelly gave Karin the UCAN letter.  The letter will need to given to Jessica to put in binder.

f. Cindy reported that it went well helping Teri get to places.  Teri was engaging-humorous.  The volunteers were very helpful!
g. Jerry would have liked to have had time to talk with her about the electrical equipment.
i. Cindy wanted a copy of the U-Tube video on money-‘The Gap.’
ii. Susan Morgan was unable to attend, Barry Forte filled in as conference facilitator.

h. Breakfast went well.  It was slow to start but after coffee and breakfast was served things went better.  There was an issue with Teri’s thumb drive-but it worked out.  15 people attended.  There was lots of leftover food and the extras were taken to the conference.  More Community Leaders need to be present-no one from the police department was there.  Mercy was very organized and it went well.

i. Turn invoices to Karin for reimbursement.

i. The invoice from Teri may be less.  The airfare may be split with Wyoming.

j. There will be a pre-budget planning meeting prior to May 15th.  The budget committee should have the following people on it:  Cindy, Diane, Lisa, Barry, and Jerry (grant writing experience).  Jerry will not be able to attend this meeting.

3. Dr Seals (Medical Director for DCIPA) - has asked for a budget to give another conference in September or October.  The committee asked if they would like to look at day 2.  Day 2 for tools limit to 50-75 people.  It is a VERY interactive.  Participants of this conference must have participated in Day 1 previously.  The committee also asked if they wanted to do day 1 again (for new participants) and then day 2.

a. The National Conference is coming is October.  Who does the group want to send?

b. At the end of April session 1 starts for Certified Trainers.  The cost is $795.00 per person plus airfare, lodging, and meals.  Session 2 is in November.  It is 3 days in South Carolina.

i. One thought was to send Dr. Seals to the National Conference.  Cindy is interested in becoming a facilitator.  She can be trained online.  Jan Woodcock, UCC Teacher is interested in going and one of Karin’s staff.  They also talked about team training and getting Faith-Based Involvement.  The committee needs to identify the cost of sending people to training. See if they can get sponsors and grants for people to go.  Kelly and Jerry have Grant writing skills.  There is some CCO support.

c. When does the committee want to start tapping into the Business Community? Open up for fee to people outside community?
d. Get ideas about what Teri’s next conference-

i. Feedback from Teri and email to Dr Seals.

e. Karin-will have budget results for next meeting.

i. If money is leftover it should be used towards next event.  It is estimated that $1500.00 is leftover.
