3. Conference-Where Are We?
a. Cindy has talked with Dr Seals regarding the number of people expected to attend this next conference.  There are 135 people from the Umpqua Health Alliance.  30 from Advantage Dental. We anticipate others will be in attendance and agree to leave the estimate at 300
i. The projected budget in mind-$10,000-$20,000.  Dr Seals hasn’t said she’d cover the entire cost yet.

1. Members of CCO have a requirement to attend training and issues of poverty.  This would help meet that requirement.
b. This conference will be 2 days.  On a Tuesday, Wednesday, or Thursday.
i. The first day will be a repeat of the conference that was held in April. (There is hope that a lot of people from the medical community will be there.)
ii. The second day will be on applying the skills.  Only about 50-75 people will be able to attend the second day and they have had to attend day 1 in order to be able to go to day 2..
c. Days need to be proposed to Teri and Dr. Seals.  The Committee is aiming to have the Conference in mid-late late October.
d. The committee would like to see some advertising done.

e. Possible Venues-
i. UCC-maybe a good place for day 2.  They can handle registration-website and newspaper to possibly be included.  Lunch can be prepared and served by UCC.
ii. Fairgrounds-For day 1 of Conference.  They can provide lunch.
f. Cost-The cost of this Conference may be $12,000.
