Minutes
1.       Introductions-
Present at Meeting-Barry Forte, CWP; Marion Kotowski, UP2USNOW/ Mercy Foundation; Jerry O’Sullivan, ADAPT; Lisa Lewis, DHS District 6; Karin Hardin, Healthy Start Healthy Families.
2.       Review Minutes –no minutes Jerry Logic model was presented
· A discussion on the Logic Model that was created took place.  Points of Discussion-child abuse, prevention of child abuse, and reducing child abuse-changing attitudes and beliefs.  The group would like to get more new members, more agencies, and educators involved and included in the matter.  CAPP can’t fix the whole problem but they can choose one piece to fix.  It’s too big to do it all.
· Decision to use the Logic Model to choose CAPP priority. 
· CAPP purpose is to educate, provide resources for community. We now need to define long and short term goals.
· Identified gap between education and child welfare. Group would like to pull people from the school board-Teachers and Administrators (Principals) are other possibilities.  One thought was to bring in educators from outlining areas and have them come to an evening meeting.

· Jerry will create a Logic Model to present at the December meeting.

· December’s meeting will be making a strategic plan for the next year.  Goals, activities, and outcomes and getting memberships to increase.

· The missing sector untouched is the Business Community.  November 11-14, 2013, there is an event called Collective Impact.  This is a good opportunity to engage the business community.  It is a 4 day event.  200 people are scheduled to come.  The hope is that at this event CAPP members could identify 1-2 Champions.  Dr. Seal may be a good person to get a champion on board.
· The group is also looking at having the next Poverty Conference at the Cow Creek Convention Center in Canyonville.  Jerry is in communication with someone at Cow Creek.  They will get back to him on the final number.  A possibility for registration is Event Brite-3 percent per attendant, $1.20 person.  It’s an online service.  It invites you, registers you, and sends you a ticket.  The group is looking at having the conference in May.  They hope to have the pieces by November.  After location is decided on the group will need to set a number for each day as seating is limited.
3.       Request for National Adoption Day Donation-
· This year’s event is honoring Adoptive Parents.  The group is seeking a donation from CAPP in the amount of $300.00 for expenses that can’t get donated.  This was approved by the members of CAPP.
4. Senate Bill 964- what is happening?
· There was a discussion on Senate Bill 964.  Lisa would like to reach out to a few more groups.  The intension of the bill is for communities to get what they really need.
· Lisa gave quick update on Focus Groups. Transportation and prevention were identified. Still need to hear from tribe

· Identified need to provide insight to families about the system.  Families get lost in recovering of Drug and Alcohol.  Perhaps provide Peer Involvement.  
· Diane is working with CWP staff on the discretionary fund to see what can be shifted to the 964 project.  Then they’ll write a contract and send request to Salem for approval.  The funds must be used for children existing in our system.
Other Items Discussed:
· Barry shared a booklet with the group entitled, Children do come with directions.  Karin shared the cost of ordering these booklets.  The contents are updated every couple of years by professionals.  Local information can be added to front or back of booklet regarding local agencies and/ or resources.  
· The booklets can be given to Schools, CCOs, ESD, Umpqua Health Alliance, parenting classes, family centers, etc.  Group needs to decide how many books to purchase.

· Karin and Barry will work on something to present to CAPP for January.
5.       Next Project for CAPP-Service Directory- 211 involvement (Not Discussed)
6.       Fundraising project for CAPP or partner agency-Fingerprinting for groups like CASA, to help purchase a finger printing machine.  Lisa shared that she is working on a new process for Child Welfare. Having a better system for fingerprinting will help when it comes to placing a child.
