Get Approved

Once all requirements are met, you'll receive an
approval letter. Families can contact ODHS or the
Direct Pay Unit to connect with you for care and issue

child care billing forms as long as they are eligible for
ERDC.

Licensed Providers

Registered or Certified Family and Center-Based
providers licensed through the Child Care Licensing
Division (CCLD).

Meet all licensing requirements and Maintain
active license through CCLD
