2013 Datamart Functionality Request Projects:

Explanation: Resolved, in progress, or not moving forward
1. Update Datamart twice a week, including ‘All Accounting Event’ table.

Loading the Datamart additional times during the week is a very expensive endeavor, which is not in the budget at this time. We are not moving forward with this project.
2. Update ‘All Accounting Event’ table, during month 13, twice a week.

This project is another costly endeavor to complete; however, we have implemented an alternative solution. The Datamart will update a new table called ‘YE Accounting Event’ the last three Wednesday evening’s of Month 13 and it will be available for view the following day (Thursday). The above table will only contain data during this time; however, it will contain full transaction detail. This minimizes the costs and provides additional customer service. Request resolved.
3. Oracle anomalies list/communication of.

4. Oracle suggestion:  would like to be able to copy query with pivot tables; would like to be able to grab individual queries and export and import into other bqy files.

5. Open existing query, want to change filter, and system asks for password again – why?

The Hyperion program is set up to only ask for a password one time, per query. (Only one login for each query within a file). However, each time you close and then reopen a query, you must log in again. In this particular case, there may be other issues at work. We requested the agency to send an email attachment for further review. 

6. Update OSPA Datamart twice a month after run 1 and run 2. (Option 1 - Main JS table; Option 2 – all tables except the leave table)

This option has been researched and discussed with statewide payroll; however, it will not be implemented, due to the issue of a mid-month update being incomplete and unreliable.


7. Define various accounting event tables.

The three main accounting event tables (Active, All, and Archive) are currently defined within the Datamart beginning training manual in chapter 2, which is located on the Datamart website. In addition, the Datamart website contains pdf documents that describe the fields within each of the Accounting event tables.


8. Add ‘pay period end’ field to OSPS Work Schedule.

Currently, this table is re-built every month and it shows the work schedules for all employees (even prior period work schedules).  Therefore, there is no need to add the additional field to the table. Issue resolved.
9. Add Fixed Monthly Differentials to JS Lab Adjust Table.

This information already exists. Please see the osps_js_lab_adj table, and the following columns:

10. Add Period Ending rather than Load Date to OSPA Leave Accrual table.

Currently, within this table, the pay_proc_date is the equivalent to the ‘period_ending’ field. The other payroll tables all call the field period_ending. Request resolved.
11. Add a comments field to Leave Accrual table (system-generated and manually input).

This project was completed on June 11, 2012.The new ‘Lv Adj Comment’ field was added to the OSPS ‘Lv Accrual’ table, within the Datamart. Request resolved.
12. Add a liability cost to JS Lab Adjust Table.

The ‘liability’ amount can be calculated based on existing fields on the Datamart table. The liability amount can be calculated by the hourly_pay_rate times the number_of_units. Request resolved.

13. Could we make an OCE which combines R*STARS and Payroll?

An Open Catalog Extension (OCE) was created and input on the Datamart website (http://dasapp.oregon.gov/datamart/) for download. Request complete. Request resolved.


14. Repository reports (6610 and 9210) did not match R*Stars reports. 
The DAFR6610 report was researched and confirmed as current. In addition, a new 9210 report file was created and loaded to the Datamart Repository. Request resolved.


15. Publish a list of repository reports on the web (plus description).

There is currently a list already on the Datamart website describing Repository reports. Request resolved.

16. Can we provide support for Microsoft Sequel Server environment?

Nothing in the current Datamart environment involves sequel server because the Datamart uses DB2. This issue is not related to the Datamart and will not move forward.
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
