What is an arrest?

There are three ways an offender can be arrested for a criminal offense  
· Transported and lodged at the county jail

· Transported, cited, and released at the county jail

· Cited and released at the scene of suspect contact

Regardless of if the offender is lodged at the jail or cited and released, the offender has officially been arrested for a crime.
Finding out if someone is 

still in custody...

A state-wide toll-free number (VINE) has been set up for citizen(s to utilize for finding out if a suspect has:

· been released from jail

· been transferred 

· died while incarcerated

· escaped

· has a change in parole/probation status 

VINE will give you information regarding an offender in the custody of the Oregon Department of Corrections (prison), Oregon Youth Authority, or any county jail.

How do I use the VINE number?

(   Call 1-877-674-8463 from a touch tone phone or visit www.vinelink.com 

(   Follow the prompts using the offenders name or State Identification Number (SID)

(   If the offender IS in custody, you can leave your phone number to be called when their custody or probation status changes.

(   When you register, your phone number, you will be asked to enter a 4-digit Personal Identification Number (PIN).  Please make note of the number you choose as VINE will ask you for it if calling you to give you updates.  Entering your PIN lets VINE know you received the call and will stop the service from calling you again.

Other VINE facts:

(   The offender will not know you are using VINE

(   If you do not answer, VINE will leave a message and will continue calling until you enter your PIN number

(   VINE may call 24-hours a day

(   VINE is a blocked number, therefore to receive notification calls from VINE, you must disable the blocking feature on your phone (if it is on).  VINE usually calls after the change has occurred.

(   Do not depend on the VINE service alone for your safety, but as a tool as part of your safety plan.

(   You can leave more than one phone number with VINE

No-Contact Order while a Defendant is In-Custody
A new law was recently passed that effects offenders charged with a sex crime or domestic violence crime.  This law prohibits an offender from contacting their victim while they are in-custody awaiting arraignment, trial, or release.  Any form of contact during this time is a crime and should be reported to law enforcement. 
What is a Release Agreement?

When a suspect is arrested and lodged at the county jail, he/she may be released at any time.  When a suspect is released, he/she must sign a Release Agreement. A condition of this release is that the suspect can have no contact with the victim of the crime until the criminal charges are resolved.

In cases where the offender is cited and released, a Release Agreement will not be given by the jail.  However, a judge may order one be signed during the first court date. 

The Release Agreement must be signed by the offender to allow for release from custody.  The offender will be provided a copy.  Victims, however, are usually not provided a copy.

The Release Agreement outlines various conditions that the offender must abide by in order to be out of custody while a criminal case is pending.  One of the most important conditions that victims need to be aware of is no-contact (in any form) with the victim of the crime.  Some Release Agreements may even include the victims address as a location the offender cannot return to.

The Release Agreement may also prohibit your offender from owning or possessing firearms until the case has closed.

The no-contact portion of a Release Agreement is different than a Temporary Restraining Order.

When does a Release Agreement end?

A Release Agreement ends when the criminal case is resolved, or if a judge orders otherwise.  Judges have the authority to waive or amend certain conditions or revoke the agreement.

If a Release Agreement is violated...

Violations of a Release Agreement should be reported to law enforcement.  If the no-contact portion is violated, this may result in a mandatory arrest of the offender.  A judge may revoke the Release Agreement if violations of any kind occur.  Reporting violations is important in holding the offender accountable for his/her actions.
