Funding Status

Wave 13 for FY 2011 will be released on Tuesday, September 13th, for $22.6 million.  Cumulative funding for FY 2011 will be $846 million.  Only Priority 1 applications are being funded at this time, but Priority 2 funding at 90% is expected soon.  

Somewhat surprisingly, given the publicity that has been given to the initiative, none of the EDU2011 applications for the “Learning On The Go” wireless pilot program have yet been funded.  Of the 22 applications (for 20 applicants), four are shown as being in "Initial Review" and eighteen are shown as being "Held for further review and other verification" (often meaning that the SLD is awaiting FCC guidance).

Wave 66 for FY 2010 will be released on Wednesday, September 14th.  Cumulative funding for FY 2010 is $2.59 billion.  The FCC has approved Priority 2 funding at all discount levels, but only funding at 81% and above is included in this wave.  Pending approval by the USAC Board, funding at the 80% or lower level is expected soon.
