Funding Status

The FY 2013 Form 471 application window will open at noon (EST) on Wednesday, December 12, 2012, and will close at 11:59 p.m. (EDT) on Thursday, March 14, 2013.

Wave 19 for FY 2012 will be released on Thursday, November 29, 2012, for $50.3 million.  Priority 2 funding is being provided at 90%, and is being denied at 89% and below.  Cumulative funding for FY 2012 is $1.56 billion.

Wave 70 for FY 2011 will be released on Wednesday, November 28, 2012, for $13.7 million.  Priority 2 requests are being funded at 88% and above, and denied at 87% and below.  Cumulative funding for FY 2011 is $2.46 billion.

No funding wave for FY 2010 is scheduled this week.

E-Rate Updates and Reminders

FCC Appeal Decisions Watch:

The FCC released the following three appeal decisions last week:

DA 12-1790:
In a review of a consortium’s Form 479 collections and Form 486 certifications for four years of applications, the FCC found that the consortium was in full compliance for the first year, and dismissed that portion of the appeal as moot.  The FCC found that the consortium had collected Form 479s in the third and fourth years, but had failed to certify the collection in its Form 486s.  Given that the Form 479s had been collected, the FCC waived the certification requirement.

The FCC’s decision on the second year was more interesting.  It found that no Form 479s were collected at all, and denied that portion of the appeal.  A footnote to the denial suggests that the consortium could have reestablished eligibility for discounts in that year by providing the missing Form 479s after the fact, but, given “several opportunities,” failed to do so.
DA 12-1820:
The FCC denied eight appeals for missing the 60-day appeal deadline; dismissed one petition for reconsideration for missing the 30-day petition deadline; and dismissed a second petition for reconsideration for failure to raise any new arguments.

DA 12-1843:
In two cases, and consistent with prior precedent, the FCC waived the competitive bidding rule requiring price to be assigned the highest weight in bid evaluations.  The FCC agreed with USAC that the applicants had failed to accord price the highest weight, but found that each of the applicants had selected the lowest priced responsive offerings.
