· Introductions

· Milt provided a brief Framework description and definition

· Preparedness and Hazards FITs were combined in an attempt to create synergy. Hazards gained momentum but Preparedness didn’t. Preparedness is now moving forward as a result of Virtual USA PNW Pilot initiative so the two groups are being split apart again. The FIT web pages will be updated to reflect the split but the Haz_and_Prep_FIT listserv will remain combined

· This split has somewhat “orphaned” the Structures and Places workgroup. Structures and Places includes the Oregon portion of GNIS and a large portion of the placenames in GNIS relate to Preparedness so the decision has been made to associate this workgroup with Prep FIT. Bill Clingman with the Lane Council of Governments (LCOG) is presently the group Lead. Bill explained that Oregon is working closely with the Federal Government (USGS) as they clean up and combine National Structures database with the GNIS. Additionally, the workgroup is working on a GNIS update procedure and a Stewardship plan. Bill will report progress at the next meeting. The observation was made that OMD/OEM might become the Horizontal Steward with State Agencies and Local Governments being the Custodial Stewards 

· Ken Murphy briefed the group on the of Virtual USA PNW Pilot initiative: Virtual USA began as a user-defined mapping system in the SE US. The Virtual USA PNW Pilot kicked off recently and involves Oregon, Washington, Idaho, Montana and Alaska. The governance structure includes regional and state level components. Each state is forming both Technical and Operations Committees. In Oregon Prep FIT will serve as the Technical Committee. The Operations Committee will form soon. The State CIO has been asked to study and recommend a suitable hardware and software platform. 

The initiative intends to utilize preexisting and ongoing activities to the extent possible. These include a mapping initiative at Multnomah County, data development efforts at DOGAMI and data compilation efforts at both DEQ and DHS Office of Public Health as well as the aforementioned Structures and Places / GNIS activities.

· OEM, DOGAMI, LCOG, and USGS are all working at different aspects of structures data and it was agreed that all could coordinate their efforts thru the Prep FIT.

· We explored what data the Prep FIT might include in its domain. Prep FIT is a bit different that the “typical FIT” in that almost any conceivable data might be useful in some aspect of preparedness planning or response and much of this data typically falls under the purview of other FITs. The Healthcare Licensing Commission database (HCLC) is one dataset that might logically fall to the Preparedness FIT. Milt volunteered Carey Palm (DHS) to investigate HCLC and report back to the group at our next meeting.

· We discussed other datasets and activities that Prep FIT might take on. These included:

· Drinking water intakes 

· Leaking underground storage tank inventory (LUST)

· The Hazardous Substance Information System (HSIS)

· Prep FIT may be the logic steward group for a comprehensive spatial data inventory
