Able Bodied Adults Without Dependents (ABAWD)
Antonio Heras de la Luz, SNAP Analyst   
· Work requirements will restart for SNAP Recipients who are 18 not yet 50 and who have no minor children in their SNAP case (referred to as having an ABAWD status) 
· Individuals with ABAWD status are required to do 80 hours of work activities if they do not meet an exemption
· Notices have been sent out to 14 counties where individuals are at risk of losing benefits 
· The information is available in video format and has been translated to other languages
· Notice explains what ABAWD status means, explains work requirements and asks individual to connect with the ABAWD team
· A second notice will be sent in June to remind individuals who have not connected with ABAWD team prior to start of requirements in July 2023
· 8 counties will have access to ABAWD case management services, which includes support services for those who engage in services. 
· 6 counties will utilize limited number of discretionary exemptions. These counties will not have access to ABAWD case management services.

· SB610 Provide SNAP like Benefits funded by the state who are eligible 
·  One of the largest partners has been Oregon foodbank
· Establishes Food for All Oregonians Program in Department of Human Services to provide nutrition assistance to residents of this state who would qualify for federal Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program but for immigration status or lack of Social Security number
· Fiscal estimate with 120 million most recently have been asked to scale down on population based on age prioritizing youth and older adults
