SNAP Updates

ABAWD (Able Bodied Adults Without Dependents) 
· Oregon will start the implementation of SNAP Time Limits/ABAWD work requirements
· ABAWD Work requirements resume July 1st 2023 for individuals 18 through 49 who have no minor children in SNAP Case 
· The following counties will be impacted:
· Clackamas, Deschutes, Jackson, Lane Linn, Marion, Multnomah, and Washington 
· Oregon is sending 2nd notifications to individuals impacted in their preferred language

Fiscal Responsibility Act changes to ABAWD Program (implementation dates TBD)
· Gradually increases the age range of SNAP Recipients who are categorized with an ABAWD Status 
· 50-year-olds start in September 2023
· 51 & 52-year-old individuals will be added October 2023 
· 53- & 54-year-old individuals will be added October 2024
·  Temporary student exemptions are being phased due to PHE unwinding 
· Any new SNAP application submitted after June 11th will not use the 2 temporary exemptions 
· Students of higher education who renew their SNAP benefits with a filing date after July 1, 2023, no longer can be determined as an eligible student using the two temporary student exemptions. They must meet student eligibility by one of the other student exemptions.  

SNAP Replacement Benefits due to Electronic Thefts 
· Anyone who is a victim of electronic theft should 
· Report theft within 30 days  
· Cancel EBT card/ requesting a new EBT card
· During Business hours: 
· Call the toll-free replacement card line at 1855-328-6715 to order a replacement card
· The replacement line is open Monday through Friday from 8:30 AM to 4:30 PM
· Outside of Business hours: 
· Call the 24-hour toll-free customer service line at 1-888-997-4447 to cancel your card and protect your benefits
· Then call the replacement card line below during business hours to get a new card and a PIN
· Individuals had until June 21st to report any theft that had happened between October 1st 2022 and May 22nd 2023  

P-EBT 
· Benefits for Summer 2022 
· Issuance concluded May 31st
· Families can still contact the call center and will remain open till the end of this month 
· Oregon applied to issue PEBT for school year 2023 
· Approved by FNS 
· Working on setting this up 
· Issuance anticipated for late July or August 2023 
·  The Demographic that is eligible for benefits are children under the age of 6 who were part of a SNAP case for school year 2022 
· Summer 2023 
·  Submit a state plan for FNS that is still under review 
· If approved anticipated issuance in Late august 2023 
· The demographics that are eligible are students who were enrolled in a national school lunch program, and who either attended a community eligible school where all the kids at the school receive free lunch 
· The summer 2023 Plan does not include SNAP children under 6, because the PHE ended in mid-May and removed children from PEBT 

Community Partner Assister Role Expansion 
· 300+ Organizations assist with Oregon Health Plan applications as part of CPOP - Community Partner Outreach Program
· Members receive training in the ONE system and in Marketplace applications
· 20+ CPOP members are contracted by the state to help anyone who walks in the door
· The contracted CPOP Organizations and 10 SNAP Contracted partners will have the option to offer help with all ONE applications 
· There are three steps to make changes 
· Make Changes in the ONE System - done!
· Hire Contractor to create training materials for participants organizations 
· Still taking contractor applications 
· Gain approval from food and Nutrition Services (FNS)
· Timelines is still in flux, estimated pilot start is early 2024
