	DEQ Presentation of IRIS ArcGIS Arc Reader Application
	IRIS is flexible application for after hour’s duty officers not reliant on an internet connection developed in conjunction with Public Health and Portland State University with money from an Oregon Fire Marshal grant.

Application is designed as a visualization tool and not for analysis to get an idea of what the local environment is for a particular area where an incident occurs.
The data is grouped into themes such as, transportation, drinking water resources, potential toxic sources, incident notification, emergency response, wildlife/habitat, land use/population, rivers, base data, navigation base, etc.

The data represented in the application was collected primarily from existing sources, which would be updated on a minimum of a yearly basis.  A new grant is being pursued to further the development and testing of the application.
Discussion of several of the data layers and common tools, such drinking water protection area, wells, time of travel for pollutants to well, potential toxic sources, boom strategies, critical infrastructure, metadata, etc

Demonstration of web services of web services and applications developed and hosted by GEO (i.e. Criminal Justice Commission web application)

Is GEO’s priority to provide map services or application development?  What map services can be expected from GEO?  Create a base map similar to what ESRI provides of the world, but specific to Oregon.  Erik Endrulat has done some development in this area.  With the introduction of rest APIs there is an interest to move from a single layer maps services to a more single comprehensive services.  GEO has undertaken an effort to increase its server capabilities for the greater support of agencies.
