· R1 – Weather impacts continue to delay discharging patients.  EMS crews are reporting slightly longer response times but are managing.  There are reports of supply delays due vendor operations.
· R2 – Oregon State Hospital still on backup power. Natural gas curtailment has ended.
· Legacy Silverton power has been restored.
· Salem Hospital still at extremely high census/boarding 43 patients that are unable to discharge due to lack of power.
· Morgue is at capacity/funeral homes not able to pick up. This issue has been forwarded on to MCPH/EOC for follow up.
· Overall, R2 hospitals are at high census and/or are at limited additional capacity due to staffing challenges. 
· Able to manage within the region for transfers; have not activated Regional Resource Hospital transfer protocols.
