Geospatial Enterprise Operations (GEO) / Oregon Geographic Information Council (OGIC) Update
· As of this month, Concurrent licenses now considered deprecated
· RFP in final review, and going to DOJ, expected to be released by end of March/ early April
· Digital registration to the ESRI UC and David Mathers will be sending out more info.
· OGIC 
· Still focusing on membership and recruitment
· Conducted a membership survey and reviewing feedback which included clarity on priorities and around roles and relationships; also that TAC is underutilized
· April meeting will include discussions around the building footprint data standard is coming to completion and is coming to endorsement in April’s meeting
Framework Program Update
· FIT leads still actively working and participating
· Framework forum – planning and logistics (date TBD)
· This forum has traditionally been about geospatial data and framework data, but may look different
· How? Because we have a few data governance groups that cover similar topics, and we are looking at ways to combine those groups and efforts
· Framework inventory on final internal reviews and will be going out to public comment in the next couple of weeks through listservs

· Goal is to have small updates every biennium vs large update every ten years

· Steve Timbook will be taking over as new vice chair July 1
· Reviewed building footprints standards and provided recommendations

· NSRS Modernization – NGS looking at beta products roll out this year and FDGC will vote in early 2027
· For Oregon State Projection System (SPS) moderations zones were adopted into rule last Fall, which is early considering no federal adoption yet

· We recently completed and continued more accessibility reviews and updates to our public ArcGIS Online applications to improve alignment with WCAG guidelines. Updates included improving map symbology, so status information is communicated through both color and symbols, refining popup structure and HTML formatting, adding accessible labels to Experience Builder widgets, and improving visual contrast and layout readability. We also added descriptive text for icons so key information is available in text as well as visually.
· Accessibility testing included NVDA screen reader testing along with WAVE and Silktide scans to help identify and address potential issues. These updates have been documented as part of our ongoing WCAG accessibility review process.
