· Background
1. In 2017, the Oregon Legislature passed a bill that codified the Oregon Geographic Information Council (OGIC) as the oversight body for geospatial Framework data and data sharing by public bodies. 
1. ORS 276A.509(1)(a) states that public bodies must share all geospatial Framework data that OGIC “designates for sharing”.  
1. There are two exceptions to the data sharing mandate. Public bodies do not have to share designated geospatial Framework data if the public body would incur additional costs than they already bear as the custodian of the data.  Also, critical infrastructure information is not subject to the requirement, though data custodians may choose to share these data if desired. 
1. The last comprehensive data inventory completed for the Framework Program was done in 2017. 

· Data Inventory Purpose
· There are two primary reasons why the Framework Program is going to conduct a data inventory this Fall:
1. To implement ORS 276A.509(1)(a) OGIC must officially designate geographic Framework data that is to be shared by public bodies. Therefore, OGIC needs a complete and updated list of Framework data elements to consider for official designation. The goal is to have a list for OGIC to consider at their January 2023 meeting.

1. The Geospatial Enterprise Office (GEO) is working on a project this biennium to build a secure data portal for sharing geospatial data as described above. As part of that project, there is an opportunity to build a dashboard for the Framework Program, along with the purchase or creation of a new data inventory and management tool. The overarching goal of the new tool is to improve the management of geospatial Framework data.

dust storm occurrence USGS? Locations of dust storms.

avalanche zone NRCS Delineates areas at risk for avalanche occurrences

coastal erosion areas DOGAMI, DLCD

Delineates areas at risk for erosion within the coastal zone; site 

specific data does not cover entire coast.

debris flow hazard zone locals, ODF, DOGAMI

Delineates areas at risk for debris flow occurrences.  *ODF Soils 

[statewide?, what is this? Add to geoscience theme?]

drought areas NRCS, OSU Delineates areas at risk for drought.

earthquake hazard USGS, DOGAMI

Delineates areas at risk for earthquakes for many Oregon 

communities.  Maps combine effects of ground shaking, 

amplification, liquefaction, and earthquake-induced landslides to 

show earthquake hazards relative to local geologic conditions.

flood zones locals,DLCD

Delineates areas at risk for flood occurrence at certain probability 

intervals, according to FEMA standards under the map modernization 

program.

landslide zones ODF, DOGAMI, REO Delineates areas at risk for all types of landslides.

tsunami inundation zone DOGAMI

Delineates areas at risk for impacts from tsunami occurrences.  

These are part of statute (S.B. 379) and do not change with better 

data.

wildland/urban interface boundary ODF

Delineates areas where structures and other human development 

meet or intermingle with wildland or vegetative fuels.  Used for 

wildfire protection planning and fire fighting.

volcano hazard USGS Delineates areas at risk for impacts from volcanic eruptions.

windstorm hazard USGS Delineates areas at risk for windstorm occurrence.

winter storm hazard NWS? Delineates areas at risk for winter storm occurrence.

inundation areas counties

Areas of historic flooding; 3 types LOMRevision (areas flagged as 

changes to model pending official adoption); LOMRev - Fill - Owners 

filled parcel above the flood depth--pending removal from flood 

zone; LOM Amendment (points) Bldg or part of parcel noted to be 

above flood depth but never adopted because area too small.

Letters of Map Change (LOMC) counties

Evidence of map changes that occur between updates of the FIRM 

maps.

Channel Migration Zone DOGAMI

Naturally Occurring Hazardous Materials DOGAMI
