The 2011 Youth Photo Contest “The Way I See It: A Youth Perspective on Public Health” is open to any youth in Oregon, ages 12-18 years old on the last day of submission (March 1, 2010). 

Although entries for the contest are at an individual level, there are many ways schools/districts, health departments and health-related organizations can use the contest. The contest can provide an opportunity to build partnerships with community organizations, educate students about public health and highlight some of the great work done by youth in the community.  
The following list provides examples. 

School/Districts

· Photo classes or art classes can use the photo contest as a class project. 

· Health classes can use the photo contest as an opportunity to do a lesson on public health. 

· Hold a class or school level contest where students choose their favorite photo. 

· School/District could encourage students to document their school environment as it relates to public health. 

· Existing wellness or health committee in a school/district can partner with students to capture public health themes within their community. 
· School/Districts can access any photos that are taken by youth in their school/district and display them in the school or community for public health week in April or display them during a health fair. 

· School/District can hold a local event that highlights the photos from the area and invite any contest participants, winners and their family to attend. 

Health Departments & Health-related Organizations…
· Can partner with local youth serving organizations and capture public health themes specific to the county/city/community. 
· Can work with local school/districts to provide a lesson/presentation on public health to students and tell them about the contest. 

· Partner with other youth related projects that are going on in the health department to market the contest. 

· Will have the ability to access any photos that are taken by youth in their county and display them for public health week in April. 

· Can hold a local event that highlights the photos from the county and invite any contest participants, winner and their family to attend. 
· Display photos from their county at any county fair or health fair, or other community events.
