· Sexuality and Our Faith is a series of five companion resources that work together with OWL, providing a framework for those who wish to incorporate specific faith-based teaching and practice into

each session of the curriculum.


Whether implemented alone or used in conjunction with Sexuality and Our Faith, OWL prepares young 
people to make informed and responsible life-long decisions. Young people learn not only factual information but 
also the ability to clarify their values, build interpersonal skills and understand the social, emotional and spiritual 
aspects of sexuality.
