Tobacco Prevention (TPEP) and Healthy Communities Programs

PURPOSE
The purpose of the TPEP and Healthy Communities programs is to support the work of county public health departments and federally recognized tribes in Oregon to address population-based interventions that reduce the burden of chronic diseases, including arthritis, asthma, cancer, diabetes, heart disease and stroke, and obesity. Key risk factors for chronic disease include tobacco use, poor nutrition, and physical inactivity. 

The Oregon Public Health Division’s Health Promotion and Chronic Disease Prevention Section provides funding for county public health departments and federally recognized tribes to advance policies designed to make healthier options more accessible to all Oregonians where they live, work, play, learn, and receive health care. These population-based policies will reduce chronic disease deaths and disability throughout Oregon.  

HOW

Local public health leaders, in collaboration with diverse community partners, provide opportunities for community engagement, assessment and strategic planning. Results are used to develop policy and system change strategies that promote and support availability of healthy options where people live, work, learn, play and receive health care. Examples of policy and systems changes include:

· Prohibition of smoking and tobacco use at workplace campuses and in multiunit housing.

· Guidelines for foods served to children in schools and child care.

· Promotion of improved community design for walking and biking, including safe routes to school.

· Clinical practice guidelines for screening of high blood pressure and cancer, as well as referral to tobacco cessation and chronic disease self-management community resources.

Communities embark on policy and system change strategies in the following areas:

· Healthy worksites.

· Healthy hospitals and health systems.

· Healthy community colleges.

· Healthy multiunit housing.

· Healthy Head Start and child care.

· Healthy K-12 schools.

· Healthy outdoor areas and venues.

· Healthy retail environments.

WHO

· County public health departments (34 agencies serving 36 counties). 

· Federally recognized tribes (nine tribes and confederated tribes).

· Community health advisory councils (including broad representation of community partners and leaders).

· Oregon Public Health Division, Health Promotion and Chronic Disease Prevention Section.

· Provides statewide coordination, seed funding, training and technical assistance, and chronic disease data.
