Background
In 2011 and 2012, a Oregon Health Plan Tobacco Cessation Services Survey was fielded with  contracted Fully Capitated Health Plans to assess the tobacco dependence and cessation services available to Oregon Health Plan members. Previously, this information was gathered to understand cessation benefits offered by Managed Care Organizations, Dental Care Organizations and for Fee-For-Service Oregon Health Plan Members. Project Status 
In 2013, the annual Tobacco Cessation Services survey was not fielded to allow time for Coordinated Care Organizations to become operational. However, during this time period, the OHA Public Health Division engaged in many activities and connected with various stakeholders to prepare fielding the survey in 2014. Recent planning efforts to prepare fielding the survey include: 

· Guidance and support from the OHA Health System Transformation Work Group 2.0 (July 2013-ongoing)
· Consultation and webinar from Mass Health (October 2013)

· Presentation on comprehensive tobacco control best practices and a proposal to field the survey to innovator agents at the Transformation Center (November 2013)

· Solicitation of input on the draft survey tool by OHA Office of Health Analytics (November 2013) and Public Health Division staff (February 2014)

· Review of CCO member handbooks for information on cessation coverage (February-March 2014)

· Collection of knowledge/information from local Tobacco Prevention and Education Program coordinators who have previously communicated with their regional CCO about covered tobacco cessation benefits (March 2014)

· April 1 – May 15: Innovator Agents field survey with CCOs 

· May 15 – July 15: Survey results are compiled into a report, with consultation from OHA Communications, the Public Health Division, the Transformation Center and the Office of Health Analytics
· August  1: Final report is presented to the Transformation Center

· August-December: Report is shared with wide range of stakeholders; a webinar on best practices in tobacco cessation with survey results is presented to CCOs and other stakeholders
