They will review evaluation research designs and methods; critically analyze logic models; develop evaluation questions; and select evaluation indicators.  By the end of these sessions, participants will be able to: 
1. Define “evaluation” and distinguish it from “research”
2. Use a logic model to plan an evaluation
3. Identify evaluation questions for a policy change project
4. Identify an evaluation design for a policy change project
5. Identify evaluation indicators for a policy change project
Participants will gain a better understanding of how to evaluate policy and environmental change campaigns. The workshop introduces learners to three of the 21 specialized competencies promoted by the Directors of Health Promotion and Education (DHPE), and provides information relevant to the CHES competency on evaluation.
DHPE is approved as a provider of continuing education contact hours (CECH), Category I in health education by the National Commission for Health Education Credentialing, Inc. (NCHEC). This course is approved for 12 CECH (12 of 12 are advanced-level MCHES).
