Huffman, Taylor
	Establishes Fund to End Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children. Continuously appropriates moneys in fund to Department of Justice to provide financial assistance to fund services, interventions and treatment for children who have been or may become victims of commercial sexual exploitation. 

Authorizes appointment of advisory committee to advise department and to make recommendations to department for awards of financial assistance.

	Renames the crime of “patronizing a prostitute” to “commercial sexual solicitation”.

	Provides that release decision for defendant charged with sex crime or crimes constituting domestic violence must include order prohibiting attempted contact with victim and third-party contact with victim while defendant is in custody. (Same as HB 3466)

Attorney General
	Provides that person commits crime of luring a minor if offense involves police officer posing as a minor.
Amended Summary: Provides that person commits crime of luring a minor if offense involves police officer posing as minor or agent of police officer posing as minor. Provides that person commits crime of purchasing sex with a minor if offense involves police officer posing as minor or agent of police officer posing as minor.

Whitsett
	Provides that owner or operator of place where person under 18 years of age is committing or attempting to commit prostitution may be charged with compelling prostitution.

HB 2908A
Committee: Judiciary
	Brings Oregon law into compliance with federal Preventing Sex Trafficking and Strengthening Families Act of 2014.

Requires Department of Human Services to ensure that providers of care for wards in substitute care follow reasonable and prudent parent standard and that wards have regular, ongoing opportunities to engage in age-appropriate or developmentally appropriate activities. 

When court decides to continue child or ward in substitute care, requires court to make certain findings for ward 16 years of age or older with permanency plan of another planned permanent living arrangement.

Requires that court review comprehensive plan for ward’s transition to successful adulthood and make certain findings when ward is 14 years of age or older. 

Changes term “independent living” to “successful adulthood” in permanency plan hearings and determinations. Limits permanency placement in another planned permanent living arrangements to children or wards 16 years of age or older.

	Provides that certain hearsay statements related to certain sex crimes are not inadmissible in evidence even though declarant is available as witness.

	HB 3059
Committee: Business and Labor
	Requires Commissioner of the Bureau of Labor and Industries to establish toll-free telephone hotline to receive inquiries related to employment status of persons who perform live entertainment. Specifies qualifications for persons staffing hotline. Authorizes bureau to share inquiries received through hotline with certain state agencies and law enforcement agencies.

Instructs commissioner to develop poster to be posted by operator of establishment offering live entertainment that provides information about rights of independent contractors and employees who perform live entertainment and about hotline. Requires operator of establishment offering live entertainment to display poster.

Committee: Business and Labor
	Requires live entertainment facility to obtain license from Department of Consumer and Business Services. Creates exceptions. Requires department to periodically inspect facility performance area for violations of fire and life safety code, structural integrity and security. Allows department to suspend license for failure to correct violations within reasonable time. Allows department to assess civil penalty for failure to obtain license, not to exceed twice license fee amount for each day of violation.

	Creates crime of sexual exploitation of a minor. Punishes by maximum of five years’ imprisonment, $125,000 fine, or both. Creates cause of action for person inured as result of commission of sexual exploitation of a minor.

Whitsett, Hayward
	Requires Department of Consumer and Business Services to develop and post on department’s website model sign that provides information about help for victims of human trafficking. Requires department to specify contents and format of sign and to keep information on sign current. Requires Department of Consumer Business Services to cooperate with Department of Human Services in providing sticker or adhesive sign with similar information. Becomes operative 60 days after effective date of Act. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

Wilson
	Directs Department of Human Services and Department of Revenue to conduct study and submit report to interim legislative committees, no later than July 1, 2016, regarding methods to incentivize nonprofit organizations to provide housing assistance to victims of sex trafficking and domestic violence.

	Provides that release decision for defendant charged with sex crime or crime constituting domestic violence must include order prohibiting contact with victim and third-party contact with victims while defendant is in custody. (Same as HB 2343)

	SB 503
Monnes Anderson, Winters
	Requires Department of Human Services to identify applicants for and recipients of assistance under temporary assistance for needy families program who are victims of sexual assault or at risk for being victims of sexual assault. Directs department to report to each odd-numbered year regular session of Legislative Assembly regarding status and efficacy of sexual assault victim identification process, utilization of emergency assistance by victims of sexual assault and sexual assault training, information sharing and evaluation.

	SB 513
Knopp, Buehler, Whisnant
	Expands crime of trafficking in persons to increase age limit of persons trafficked for purpose of engaging in commercial sex act and to include advertising for trafficking activities. Directs Oregon Criminal Justice Commission to classify certain offenses on sentencing guidelines grid. Provides that trafficking in persons is abuse when committed for purposes of engaging in commercial sex act.

	Creates defense to charge of prostitution for person under 18 years of age.

Allows district attorney or juvenile department to file dependency petition when person under 18 years of age engages in prostitution. 

Authorizes detention of child taken into protective custody for engaging in prostitution for duration of investigation.

	SB 646
Gelser
	Creates defense to charge of prostitution for person under 18 years of age.
Allows district attorney or juvenile department to file dependency petition when person under 18 years of age engages in prostitution.

Authorizes detention of child taken into protective custody for engaging in prostitution for duration of investigation. Permits release of child to custody of shelter facility upon conclusion of investigation.

	SB 816
Thatcher, Johnson
	Creates crime of patronizing a trafficked child. Punishes by maximum of 10 years’ imprisonment, $250,000 fine, or both, if victims is child under 18 years of age. Punishes by maximum of five years’ imprisonment, $125,000 fine, or both, if conviction is based on offer by or to law enforcement officer posing as child under 18 years of age. Directs Oregon Criminal Justice Commissioner to classify offense as specified crime category. Excludes certain evidence of past behavior of alleged victim or witness in prosecution for patronizing a trafficked child. Authorizes ex parte order for interception of communications when probable cause for patronizing a trafficked child exists. Adds crime of patronizing a trafficked child to list of crimes constituting racketeering activity. Adds crime of patronizing a trafficked child to definition of sex crime for purposes of sex offender registration. Adds allowing child to patronizing a trafficked child to definition of child abuse. Repeals crime of purchasing sex with a minor.
