Crisis Response Advocate
Objective: To support and further the mission and core values of Shelter From the Storm by ensuring quality advocacy and crisis response for victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, stalking, and elder abuse.  
Primary Duties and Responsibilities:

· Coordinate the Union County Sexual Assault Response Team (SART)

· Create and implement an outreach strategy to ensure the community and potential victims are aware of SART

· Facilitate monthly SART meetings – set agendas and keep minutes

· Work with community care providers to develop protocols for responding to victims of sexual assault
· Arrange training for SART responders
· Maintain security of documents and appropriate confidentially
· Coordinate volunteers to provide coverage on the 24-Hour Hotline and SART
· Facilitate monthly Hotline meetings

· Work with Volunteer Coordinator to facilitate ongoing Hotline training

· Work with Volunteer Coordinator to recruit Hotline & SART Volunteers  

· Act as back-up responder to Hotline and SART volunteers and in emergency/in-crisis situations

· Provide direct victim advocacy through in-office services

· Assist victims and survivors in becoming safe and self-empowered through safety assessments and planning, referrals, information, and support
· Assist victims in reporting to law enforcement and in accessing protection orders
· Compile victim services data

· Track Hotline and SART volunteer hours and submit to Volunteer Coordinator each month

· Track Hotline, SART and victim services related statistics for data entry  
· Assist with entry, tracking, and reporting of statistical client services data

· Other duties as assigned by Executive Director.
Qualifications:
· Bachelor’s Degree in Social Work and/or related degree OR an equivalent combination of training, volunteering, and work experience

· 30-hour State of Oregon approved domestic violence and sexual assault services training (may be completed concurrent with work) 

· Possess ability to maintain effective working relationships with victim services agencies
· Must be highly organized and detail oriented

· Must be willing to respond after regular work hours and on weekends
· Experience or capability to work with diverse groups of people and in crisis situations
· Ability to communicate effectively both verbally and in writing

· Professional demeanor and ability to maintain appropriate confidentiality

· Requires a valid Oregon Driver’s license and current automobile insurance

· Must be computer literate
