Sexual Crimes Against Children:  Investigators and Child Advocates Should Know. 
Speaker: Cory Jewell Jensen, M.S.  CBI Consulting.
Sex crime investigators, criminal justice professionals, probation officers, child welfare workers and child advocates should be familiar the various theories about the etiology of pedophilia and development of pro-offending attitudes, plus the more typical patterns of sexual offending committed by juvenile and adult sex offenders.    This presentation will highlight (via video taped interviews with various sex offenders) some of the more common pathways to developing deviant sexual interests and criminal sexual behavior patterns.  In addition, the presenter will review a variety of studies that examined the number of detected  vs. undetected offenses occurring in our communities, the  rates of false allegations (CSA and Rape) and average degree of “cross-over” or “crime switching” behavior among sex offenders   The misconceptions about “re-offense” and “recidivism” rates and the expected outcomes for sex offender treatment will also be reviewed.   In addition, participants will briefly examine some of the specific strategies offenders report using to target, seduce and exploit children and adults  A variety of video clips anecdotal interview comment from offenders will be utilized to illustrate each stage of grooming behavior

Sexual Assault and Family Violence


Speaker: Detective Sergeant Todd Baltzell, Newberg-Dundee Police Department.

This presentation will highlight the methods by which domestic violence, intimate partner violence and adult sexual assault offenders choose their victims and the dynamics of those relationships. The speaker will review a variety of common grooming and isolation tactic used by this type of offender, some of which are highly similar to the ones employed by child molesters.  In addition, the presenter will review several studies related to cross-over offending, and make suggestions related to how law enforcement can use the above information to strengthen and guide effective investigations.

“Protecting our Children: Advice From Child Molesters:” Oregon’s Innovative Approach to Child Safety and Crime Prevention.    
For those participants who were previously involved (or would like to become involved) in Oregon’s grassroots prevention project: “Protecting Your

Children: Advice From Child Molesters,” a 3 hour post workshop session will focus on updating and re-energizing your work!  Initially developed by

Cory Jewell Jensen and the Washington County Sherriff’s Office in 2002, “PYC” has grown into a multi-state, multi-disciplinary child sex abuse crime

prevention/community policing campaign. The project was designed to educate parents, youth service staff, educators, community volunteers and 
the faith community about child sexual abuse, offender behavior, risk management and effective prevention strategies.  Workshops challenge public

misperceptions about children’s ability to protect themselves and promote the idea that all adults must be informed and take an active role in

promoting child safety.  Information about offender grooming behavior, internet crimes, victim advocacy, reporting, sexual behavior between children

and talking to children about child sexual abuse are covered.   Potential side benefits such as jury education, early intervention with potential

offenders and collaboration between community members and law enforcement are also important outcomes.  Classes are taught by child abuse

detectives, child/victim advocates, prosecutors, probation/parole officers and sex offender treatment providers.   If you are interested in participating,
please complete the additional registration information.   The three hour session will focus on using and adjusting the “PYC” power point and video 
clips to promote understanding and action via community discussions, making sure you hit the “talking points,” “what to say, what not to say” and 
why. Getting fliers out to schools, neighborhoods, churches, list serves/newsletters, working with the media and parent groups, dealing with 
disclosures/reporting issues, and individual agency PR for the project.   (Please bring your own thumb drive!!!!!)
Speakers:
Cory Jewell Jensen, M.S., is currently the senior trainer for CBI Consulting. Cory recently retired from her position as Co-Director of the Center for Behavioral Intervention where she worked with adult sex offenders and their families for 34 years.  In addition to her clinical work, Ms. Jensen has provided training and/or consultation to The National Center for the Prosecution of Child Abuse, The National Child Advocacy Center, National Children’s Alliance, United States Navy, The National Crime Victims Association, The Mark McGwire Foundation for Children, US Marshall’s Office, NYPD Special Victims Unit and a number of other law enforcement, child advocacy and faith based organizations.  Ms. Jensen served as Executive Director for the Association for the Treatment of Sexual Abusers, chaired two of ATSA’s International Research and Treatment Conferences and served as President of Oregon’s Chapter of ATSA.  She also chaired the Offender Management Committee attached to the Oregon Attorney General’s Sexual Assault Task Force, served as an instructor for Portland State University’s Child Welfare Training Institute for the past 17 years and has also provided training for Oregon’s police academy.  Ms. Jensen has been the recipient of Oregon’s "Commercial Crime Prevention Award," the "Champions for Children Award," the OATSA "Significant Achievement Award," the Nunnenkamp "Award of Excellence," and the Jan Hindman Memorial Award.  She has published a number of articles related to sex offender treatment, risk management and child abuse prevention, testified as an expert witness in local and federal courts and been a featured guest on radio talk shows and the Oprah Winfrey Show.  

Detective Sergeant Todd Baltzell has worked with the Newberg-Dundee Police Department for the past 24 years.  After two years on patrol, Baltzell was assigned to Detectives in recognition for his compassion for victims.  During that time, Baltzell was responsible for investigating child abuse, sexual assaults, domestic violence, and homicide.  He investigated over 700 sexual assault cases, primarily child/teen sexual abuse.  While in detectives, Baltzell recognized the importance of educating the community in the area of domestic and sexual violence.  For years, he co-facilitated community trainings addressing the child sexual abuse with an emphasis on the dynamics of the abuser.  Six years ago, Baltzell was promoted to Sergeant.  It was during this time, Baltzell created the Newberg-Dundee Domestic Violence Response Team, a highly specialized team of officers trained to investigate domestic violence cases.  In 2013, Sgt. Todd Baltzell assisted the Department of Justice (DOJ) with a presentation to a group of Bosnian judges on the topic of the multi-disciplinary approach to Domestic Violence.  He is currently part of the Oregon Attorney General’s Sexual Assault Task Force Training Institute where he assists other instructors in the SATF with presenting trainings to law enforcement, prosecutors, SANE nurses and advocates throughout the country on investigating non-stranger sexual assault investigations. Sgt. Baltzell has had a distinguished career.  He is the recipient of the Distinguished Service Award presented by the Oregon Peace Officers Association; the Champions for Children Award from the Yamhill County Multi-Disciplinary Child Abuse Team; and the Crime Victims Advocacy Network Award for his dedication for working with victim advocates.  The Oregon Peace Officers Association recognized him for his outstanding work on sexual assault cases.  Sgt. Baltzell has been named the Newberg-Dundee Police Department Employee of the Year three times and he received the City of Newberg’s top honor, the George Layman award for his outstanding service.
