How to Look at a Supplier’s Certified Commodities when Creating a Direct Award

If you are creating a contract and you know that the firm is certified, it is smart to look up their certified commodities before creating the award to ensure that you use the correct commodity code numbers. You can do this during the Create Award process. Here are the steps:
1. When you get to the point where you need to indicate which supplier you are creating the award with, click on the “Find” button next to Supplier.
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2. Before typing in the supplier’s name, click on “View MWESB Suppliers”.
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3. Look for the supplier either by their company or contact name, or by their certification number if you have it.
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4. Look up the supplier…
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5. …and note the NIGP codes that they are certified to provide. These codes will be listed on the right side of each certification. You will want to use one if these NIGP codes if you are creating the award for this item type to receive credit on the Supplier Participation Report.
