ORPIN collects and stores the information submitted by users, including personally identifiable
information. This information is stored as user and Supplier profiles. The State of Oregon ("State") may
tie user's and Supplier's personally identifiable information and proposal history to information in the
profile, in order to provide information to users regarding particular s ions and improve the
services provided by ORPIN. In addition to the profiles, ORPIN stores information that it collects through
log files and clear gifs to further profile user and Supplier preferences.
