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ORPIN Sandbox - Information



Background: ORPIN users have expressed a need for an ORPIN environment to practice in. This will allow new users to familiarize themselves with the system and veteran users to fine-tune their skills in a safe environment that is not visible to the public. Users will have the same roles and privileges in Sandbox as in the Production environment, and will encounter the same workflow steps and document creation processes as well.
Instructions
URL: http://orpinalt.oregon.gov/sandbox
Logins: To log in, put a train_ at the front of your username from Production. For example, if John Doe’s username in Production is johndoe, he should use train_johndoe in Sandbox. Your password will be the exact same as it is in Production. 
User Maintenance: Sandbox is only synched to the Production database on a quarterly basis. (This means that once every three months we will take a ‘snapshot’ of the Production database and apply it to Sandbox.) Because of this, it is important that agency OAC’s build any new ORPIN users in both Production and Sandbox. Otherwise, the user will not exist in Sandbox until the next sync. 
NOTE: When building the user in Sandbox, OAC’s should follow the exact same steps as they would in Production, but be sure to insert the train_ at the front of the username.

 Important Reminders
· If you have recently changed your password in Production, the Sandbox environment may not reflect that change. You can either update Sandbox so that they match or continue to use your old password in Sandbox until the next sync.

· Documents created in Sandbox will NOT be available in Production. Sandbox is simply an environment to practice in. Alternatively, any documents you create in Production will not exist in Sandbox until the next sync.
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
