Farmers' Market Agreement 


This Agreement entered into this  30th   day of     March  , 2004 by and between Downtown Springfield, Inc. ("DSI") and                                            ("Participant").

1.
Market:  DSI shall sponsor a Farmers' Market (the "Market") at a location on Adams Street (the "Location") that shall be designated by DSI.  The Market shall operate every Wednesday and every Saturday from 8:00 o'clock a.m. until 1 o'clock p.m. (a "Market Day") from May 19, 2004 through October 30, 2004.

2.
Term:  The term of this Agreement shall be from May 19, 2004 through October 30, 2004 (the "Term").

3.
Fee:  The Participant shall pay the fee listed on Exhibit A.

4.
Space:  The Participant shall have the "Market Space" described on Exhibit A on each Market Day.  Participant acknowledges and agrees however, that DSI may in its sole discretion, require Participant to relocate to a different Market Space during the Term in the event DSI determines that such relocation is necessary.

5.
Terms and Conditions:  Participant agrees to the following terms and conditions during the Term of the Market:

(i)
All produce sold at the Market shall be grown in Illinois by Participant at a location identified by Participant.

(ii)
All plants, flowers, gourds and decorative weeds sold at the Market shall be grown in Illinois by Participant at a location identified by Participant.

(iii)
All baked goods sold shall be prepared in a "certified kitchen" as determined by DSI.

(iv)
All prepared goods sold shall be individually wrapped and the name, address and phone number of Participant shall be affixed to each item.

(v)
Any Participant who sells meat (or poultry) at the Market shall have a valid state license and shall provide a copy of such license to DSI.  The meat (and/or poultry) sold at the Market by the Participant shall come from animals owned and raised by Participant in Illinois.

(vi)
Participant shall not sell any live farm animals, "home" canned foods or "home" prepared sandwiches at the Market.

(vii)
Participant shall not sell any eggs at the Market unless Participant complies with the Illinois Egg Law requirements and provides DSI appropriate documentation thereof.

(viii)
Participant shall use only scales approved by the Illinois Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures Department at the Market.

(ix)
Participant shall not be allowed to engage in "hawking" (vocal solicitation) at the Market.

(x)
Participant shall not begin to set up his/her Market Space until after 7:00 a.m. on a Market Day.

(xi)
Participant shall be responsible for providing all tables and other items used in Participant's Market Space.  If Participant uses a tent, the tent shall be securely fastened.

(xii)
Participant shall be solely responsible for cleaning his/her Market Space at end of each Market Day.  In the event that Participant fails to satisfactorily complete such clean-up, DSI will assess Participant a minimum charge of $25.00 which shall be paid prior to the next Market Day.  Participant shall not be allowed access to his/her Market Space until such fee is paid.

(xiii)
Participant shall provide DSI proof of vehicle insurance on or before May 19, 2004 if Participant's Market Space is a "Truck Space" as shown on Exhibit A.

6.
Inspection:  All Participants selling produce at the Market shall be required to pay a one time fee of $60.00 (the "Crop Verification Fee").  In the event that DSI receives a written allegation violation of Section 4(i) of this Market Agreement, Participant agrees to allow a crop inspector to inspect the location identified by Participant as the location that such produce was grown to verify that the produce was grown at such location.  The designation of the crop inspector shall be at the sole discretion of DSI.

7.
Violation of Terms and Conditions:  In the event that Participant fails to comply with any of the terms or conditions set forth in Sections 5 or 6 of this Agreement, DSI may terminate this Agreement.  If DSI elects to terminate this Agreement pursuant to this Section 7, DSI shall not be required to refund any portion of the fee paid by Participant.

8.
Attendance:  In the event that Participant fails to attend the Market for three consecutive Market Days without prior notice to and agreement by DSI, DSI shall have the option to reassign Participant's Market space without any further notice to Participant. Refund of all or any portion of Participant's fee shall be at the sole discretion of DSI.

Spaces & Fees:

Produce Truck Spaces are 16’ x 22’ and vehicles must parallel park and sell into the middle of Adams Street. 

Produce Trucks on Adams St.:  
$150, reserved season space 

$10, weekly rate 

Reserved season spaces are available to returning vendors first. If you are not a returning regular season vendor, please call the DSI office to see if a reserved season space is available. 
Table/Booth Spaces on South Old State Capitol Plaza are 10’ x 10’ 

Table/Booth on South Plaza: 

$100, reserved season space

$7, weekly rate

Season vendors should inform the Downtown Springfield, Inc. office when their spot will not be needed so another vendor may utilize the space. Weekly vendors are assigned to spaces on a first-come, first-served basis. 
Checks must be made payable to City of Springfield. 
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
