Air quality advisory issued statewide for Oregon [Aviso sobre la calidad del aire]: The Oregon Department of Environmental Quality, Lane Regional Air Protection Agency and the Southwest Washington Clean Air Agency extended an air quality advisory Thursday for all regions of Oregon and Southwest Washington due to fires in Oregon, Washington and California. The Federal Emergency Management Agency has approved an emergency declaration for Oregon related to wildfires. The approval allows Oregon to receive federal emergency aid to supplement state, tribal and local response efforts in the areas affected by wildfires.
