Oregon survivors affected by wildfires can apply for federal disaster assistance: State and federal officials are encouraging Oregon residents affected by the recent wildfires and straight-line winds to register for disaster assistance with FEMA as soon as possible. FEMA’s Individual Assistance program for survivors has been made available in Clackamas, Douglas, Jackson, Klamath, Lane, Lincoln, Linn, and Marion counties. Disaster assistance may include grants for temporary housing and home repairs, low-cost loans to cover uninsured property losses, and other programs to help individuals and business owners recover from the effects of the disaster. USDA assists farmers, ranchers and communities affected by western wildfires: The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has announced the availability of assistance for agricultural producers, rural communities, and residents affected by recent wildfires. When major disasters strike, USDA has an emergency loan program that provides eligible farmers low-interest loans to help them recover from production and physical losses. Read the news release. 

The Oregon Department of Financial Regulation has resources for victims of wildfire related to insurance claims. People should first contact their insurance agent, though consumer advocates at the department can assist if you have additional questions or concerns. Be alert for landslides in the Cascade foothills of Oregon: The National Weather Service has issued a flash flood watch for portions of the Cascade foothills, including some areas of the following counties: Hood River, Multnomah, Clackamas, Marion, Linn, Lane, Douglas, Coos, Jackson and Klamath. Heavy rains can trigger landslides, rock fall, and debris flows in steep terrain, and the risk is higher in burn areas. Read more.
