NARA-Seattle should stay in Seattle

The Seattle Times today reports on the imminent closing of the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA) office in Seattle.  I am writing to let you know that I oppose its closing. 

That office is an important source of information for research on Northwestern history.  Two ethnic groups in particular will face great loss:  there are more than 60,000 case files on Chinese immigrants before 1943 and 6,500 files from the Bureau of Indian Affairs.  Closing the office down means leaving thousands of family historians, researchers and genealogists in the Northwest unsupported.   

Moving the collections to Riverside in California and Kansas City in Missouri means that the interests of Northwest citizens do not matter.  They do.  
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
