Northwest Regional ESD (NWRESD) is pleased to announce the Statewide New Autism Spectrum Disorder Specialist Training for the 2012-2013 year.  
Please note, there are changes to the scope of study this year.  This year there will not be an emphasis on evaluation, assessment and eligibility.  Districts and ESDs have assumed this responsibility at the direction of ODE.  The two tracks described below will be the content for new specialists.
Description

NWRESD is prepared to provide two tracks of study this year.  One is an online training module that is an independent self-paced study.  This module is an introduction to autism and the basic facets of the components of the Foundations domain of the ASD Competencies and covers the following areas.

· Recognizing Autism

· Strategies Related to Communication

· Strategies Related to Social Interaction Differences

· Strategies Related to Classroom Structure to Address Learning Styles

· Supporting Inclusion and Executive Functioning Challenges

· Information on Functional Behavioral Analysis and Non-ABA-Based Behavioral Strategies

· Applied Behavioral Analysis Concepts

The second track begins in September with the Foundations portion of online study and continues starting October10, 2012. All trainings will have a strong emphasis on coaching/modeling, SCERTS, Ziggurat, and transitions across all ages. All components of the yearlong training align to the ASD competencies.  The first two days in October and the last two days in March will be at the Hillsboro ESD.  All other trainings will be in a live webinar format.
At the completion of the yearlong trainings, new specialists will demonstrate a working knowledge of all domains spelled out in the draft ASD Specialist competencies recommended to the Oregon Commission on Autism Spectrum Disorder.

In order to bring new specialists into understanding their roles and responsibilities, twelve (12) training days are scheduled, please see attached schedule.  *Please note all participants of the second track will attend all training modules.* Participants will have a 1-hour lunch break on their own.
Who is eligible to participate?

For the first track only, all interested licensed staff working with students with ASD may register.  For the second track, any new ASD Specialist assigned to serve as an ASD consultant currently serving students in Oregon may register for these trainings.  Space is limited to 35 slots.
