I.   General Information

A.  Purpose of the Grant:
The purpose of this application is to provide districts the opportunity to access grant funds made available through the Transition from School to Life Grant and to solicit proposals for the grant that will advance transition support for students with disabilities.  The purpose of the Transition from School to Life Grant is to provide selected districts the opportunity to design a pilot program that will assist students with disabilities successfully transition into life after high school.  At a minimum, five school districts will participate in the pilot program and will work collaboratively with the Oregon Department of Education (ODE). ODE will work with the selected districts in establishing the pilot programs such that each pilot will provide information to students with disabilities about the opportunities available to them after high school including support with activities such as assisting students in applying for and experiencing success in post-secondary programs, securing employment after high school, and accessing support services or community services that may assist the student in achieving independence after high school. 
B.  Type of Grant:
The Department of Education shall determine the distribution of funds available through  the Transition from School to Life Grant program. The total funding available for the grant shall not exceed $50,000.

The Department shall determine the amount of the grant based on the following:
· Base of $1500.00 will be given to each of the districts selected.

· Once the participating districts have been selected for the pilot additional funds will be distributed based on a formula determined by the number of transition students participating.

A school district that is participating in the pilot program may:

· Accept and or seek assistance from organizations with experience in assisting students with disabilities transition into life after high school; and

· Pay for the expenses incurred by an organization that provides assistance as allowed under 2013 Oregon Laws Chapter 662 from grant funds.

Schools selected for the pilot program shall develop and implement strategies for: 

· Providing information to students with disabilities about opportunities that are available after high school and about the assistance that is available to pursue those opportunities; 

· Assisting students with disabilities in pursuing opportunities after high school, including assistance in:

· Applying for and funding post-secondary education and achieving success in post-secondary education;

· Securing employment; and

· Accessing support services or community services that may assist the student in achieving independence after high school.

I. Background and Legislative Intent
The Transition from School to Life Grant was established by the passage of the 2013 Legislative’s HB3264. 
Specifically the Bill states:

The Department of Education shall allocate funds for the grant program based on the evaluation of a grant application and the following considerations:
· Geographic location of districts to insure geographic diversity within the recipients of grant program funds throughout the state;

· At least five (5) school districts shall be selected for the pilot program.  The participating school districts must include:

· One school district that serves 10,000 or more students;

· One school district that is a small school district, as determined by the department; and

· One school district that serves a rural community, as determined by the department.

· The Department of Education shall facilitate partnerships between school districts participating in the pilot program and organizations with experience in assisting students with disabilities transition in to life after high school

B.  Application Process:

Districts interested in designing a pilot program and accessing the Transition from School to Life Grant must provide:

1. A comprehensive description of how your pilot program will assist students with disabilities

transition into life after high school through one of the following:
· Provide information to students with disabilities about opportunities that are available after  high school
· Provide information about the assistance that is available to pursue opportunities after high school by assisting students with disabilities in pursuing opportunities after high school, such as : 
· Applying for post-secondary education;
· Funding post-secondary education;
· Achieving success in post-secondary education;
· Securing Employment; and
· Accessing support services or community services that may assist the student in achieving independence after high school
2. A description of the curriculum, agencies, or resources that the district will utilize to support the pilot program.

3. A detailed timeline which describes the process for the pilot program.

4. If applicable, a description of the student population to be served.

C.  Eligibility:
To be eligible to apply for the Transition from School to Life Grant a district must meet at least one of the following criteria:
· Be a district that serves 10,000 or more students;

· Be a district that is a small school district, as determined by the department; and/or

· Be a district that serves a rural community, as determined by the department.
· Be a district that has completed and submitted Indicator 14, post school outcome data, to ODE through the SPR&I system for the 2012-13 school year.
D.  Reporting Requirements:
Districts that receive Transition from School to Life grant funds must report on the grant to the Department of Education and to the appropriate legislative education committee no later than June 1 of each year. The Department of Education will determine the information to be reported and the method by which districts will report.  Further, the Department of Education shall report at least annually on the progress of the pilot program established by section 1 of HB3264. 

E.  Definitions:
Rural Community:
As defined by the US Census Bureau
Small School District:  Determined based on the current years count of special education students from system performance review and  improvement size group classification ( small districts have a special education student population of 100-499)

Transition services:  As defined by 581-015-2000 (39), means a coordinated set of activities for a student with a disability that: 
(a) Is designed to be within a results-oriented process, 
(b) Is based on the individual student's needs, taking into account the student's preferences and interests; and 

(c) Includes: 

(A) Instruction; 

(B) Related services; 

(C) Community experiences; 

(D) The development of employment and other post school adult living objectives; and 

(E) If appropriate, acquisition of daily living skills and functional vocational evaluation; and 

(d) May be special education, if provided as specially designed instruction, or related services, if required to assist a student with a disability to benefit from special education. 
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
