	New Director of 
Self-Sufficiency Programs (SSP)

Updates: 
· Oregon Eligibility Partnership standing up on its own which is going to be changing the shape of SSP as a program area for the agency. 
·  Had the very successful launch of the Department of Early Learning and Care, which with that came the transition of our Employment Related Daycare Program (ERDC) which also impacted the look and shape of SSP and the folks on our team. This should allow us to lean in, hopefully in more important ways about working with our families a little differently. 
· Been working hard with our Office of Tribal 
Affairs to try to really enrich and deepen our connections with tribes across the state of Oregon.
· We are thinking of ways to better engage with our partners outside of this meeting, that we haven’t really tried before, so keep a look out for that. We have begun some work called Vision Into Action, that will help us get started on doing some of the things we talk about. It is guided by the Vision into Action document (attached), but we need help with putting the Action Guides together. They will capture the things we can do internally and externally to help move the dial on poverty and to better support families.

Questions:
Jean Vinson – Was wondering what your vision on serving and working with rural communities and areas? 

Claire- This reminds me that I will be out and about in the next couple months in many rural communities doing some hands-on listening sessions and some shadowing to learn more about the rural needs. We are committed to being able to serve the more rural parts of the state especially when something devastating happens. We will continue to work on. Also starting to do a lot of analysis on what’s missing in communities and how to help them more efficiently. 

Susan Bame- Recently learned of state funding for in house bill 3395 for support for community college students and housing, what more could you tell us about that? 

Claire – very exciting award, still aren’t 100% sure what the plans is. I will get in touch with my Youth Experiencing Homelessness Program manager and will get back to you and everyone. 

Julie Miller- Was wondering why some kids get the PEBT card and others don’t. Have been asked by some parents and would like to better answer them if possibly.

Claire – This is a complicated question as there could be multiple answers. If you could reach out to me and we can figure out the reason for that person and get you some general information.

	Refugee Services 

Who the Refugee Program serves: 
Refugees, people whose asylum has been granted, Cuban and Haitian entrants, victims of human trafficking, Iraqi and Afghan special immigrant visa holders, Afghan humanitarian parolees, and Ukrainian humanitarian parolees. The eligibility requirements can look complicated, but usually if you’re part of one of those populations you may be eligible.

Type of services:  Refugee CASH benefits, which is cash assistance for anybody who’s not covered under Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF), refugee medical assistance, and refugee employment services. We also do a lot of contracting with resettlement agencies and community-based organizations, who are our partners that offer wrap around services to refugees. We have programming that includes preemployment training (ESL classes), the Oregon refugee children assistant services which helps children enroll in school. We have refugee senior services for seniors over 65, youth mentoring programs, extended case management, and recently 
started providing set-aside services for Ukrainians and Afghans. 

Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF):
Updates: Individuals who are eligible to engage in our Employment and Training Program JOBS (Job Opportunity and Basic Skills Program) are now able to access a new support service for eyeglasses. This was not allowable before due to federal guidance; we were able to make the case for eyeglasses being a tool to better one’s life in their goal towards employment.

Clothing Allowance payment

Update: during the week of August 15th, the second clothing allowance payment of 2023 will be issued to all families that were TANF eligible in the month of June. Payments are $270 per family/case and will be available on Aug. 15. There are a total of 20,058 families that will receive this payment.

ONE Mobile App is live. We were in a branch recently and tested opening a ONE account with Oregonians in partnership with community partners.  It was very easy to find and download.  User friendly. It does not have functionality for full applications at this time, but Oregonians can create an account, manage benefits, view messages, and upload documents.  Also helpful in showing verification of benefits for other resources.
