E&T Team includes these programs:
· SNAP E&T
· SNAP Training and Employment Program (STEP) 
· Able-Bodied Adults Without Dependents Program (ABAWD)
· TANF E&T
· Job Opportunity and Basic Skills Program (JOBS)
· JOBS Plus
· TANF Youth Employment Program (TYEP)
E&T Program Goals:
· E&T Services
· Offer employment, training and education services across the state of Oregon.
· Equitable Access
· Ensure equitable access and fill in service gaps.
· Underserved Populations
· Offer services to underserved populations.
· Continuum of Services
· Provide a continuum of services for families transitioning off TANF.
· Collaborate with the STEP for continued access.

· Resources
· Develop resources for an individual or family to have safety net, stabilization, and pathway out of poverty.

How does E&T interface with other programs, departments, and agencies?
· TANF JOBS
· Contracts are locally managed.
· JOBS team primarily works with PM’s and Contract Administrators.
· Connections and communications occur via monthly ETOW meetings.
· SNAP E&T
· Contracts are centrally managed.
· SNAP E&T team works with ODHS staff such as DM’s, PM’s, local managers, and SNAP E&T navigators.
· Connections and communications occur via monthly meetings including ETOW, STEP, Technical Assistance, SNAP navigators, and local SNAP E&T steering committees.
· TANF JOBS and SNAP E&T
· Both programs collaborate with all workforce agencies, OED, HECC, CW, APD/AAA, Oregon Tribes, National Skills Coalition, APHSA, FNS, and Workforce executive steering committee.

How is Equity centered in E&T?
· Equity is a focus in E&T contracts, our work with the districts, as well as in discussions and development of culturally specific services.
· The E&T team is discussing culturally specific language and services with the contract unit.
· SNAP E&T includes equity as part of the proposal process.

TANF JOBS Funding Sources:
JOBS funding: 90% Federal; 10% State General funds
· Federal Funding
· TANF Block Grant that provides assistant to needy families are subject to work and participation requirements.
· States have broad discretion to provide a wide range of benefits and services and to set a different eligibility standard.
· State General Funding
· States have multiple other funding streams that are used to support areas within the TANF Program not subject to the general TANF requirements but must be consistent with the goals of TANF statue.

SNAP E&T Funding Sources:
· Federal 100% SNAP E&T Grant:
· Funding is used to support SNAP E&T Navigator positions and SNAP E&T Team Central Office Positions.
· Federal 50% Reimbursement:
· Funding is used to reimburse contracted providers for service.
· Local 50% Reimbursement:
· Contracted providers must have non-federal match funding to operate their program(s).
· State General Funds:
· Used to support ODHS Support Services as well as all ABAWD Support services.
· Federal 100% ABAWD Pledge State Funds:
· Funding is used to support ABAWD program.

	Information about program:

What is Bank On?
· A movement to reduce barriers to banking access and increase availability of affordable transaction accounts.
· Financial institutions are encouraged to offer an account that meets a set of national standards.
· Bank on coalitions work with government programs, businesses, and non-profits to help people open accounts.

Reasons for not having bank account (2021)
· Fees are too high. 
· Don’t trust banks.
· Fees are too unpredictable.
· Minimum balance requirements.

Unbanked people spend an average of $40,000 over a lifetime on alternative financial service fees.

Bank On’s Guiding Principles
· Consumers should have access to mainstream banking accounts.
· FLS should provide accounts that meet Bank On national standards.
· FLS and policy makers should minimize barriers to banking.
· Coalitions effectively connect consumers with bank accounts.
· Integrate banking access into social service disbursement programs.
Bank On Oregon Coalition:
· Includes banks, credit unions, industry groups, government agencies and non-profits.
· Coalitions is open to all. We meet every month via Zoom.
· Coalition Activities:
· Increase number of Bank On certified accounts.
· Encourage FLS to reduce barriers and provide culturally responsive customer service.
· Promote available accounts and financial empowerment opportunities.

Identified and responded to three system issues affecting some medical enrollees:
· Incorrect Approval Notices
· Incorrect Terminations
· Restoring benefits for Oregon Supplemental Income Program Medical (OSIPM)
