Legislation Session- ODHS website: Updates about Federal Changes
· 4 presentations to the Ways and Means folks

· Tentative first half of March, no specific dates and times
· Bill updates
· SB611- Food for all 
· Provide SNAP benefits for those income whatever their immigration status
· Senators and advocates are looking at potential ways to decrease cost by focusing on targeted age ranges
· SB64
· Requires our department to seek a waiver of federal requirements in SNAP to allow recipients to receive advance installment payments of the tax credit for dependent care expenses 
· These waiver requests have been rejected in the past
· HB 2991: Tax Infrastructure Expansion
· Increases funding for Tax Infrastructure Grants to expand tax assistance capacity for filers
· Several bills to repeal the sanctuary state status, unlikely to move forward:
· HB2191, HB2192, HB3551
· HB2586: In-state tuition for asylum seeker
· Permits asylum seeker who is a student at a public university in the state to receive and exemption from nonresidential tuition and fees
· SB476: Degree Accreditation
· ODHS would create a $10 million grantmaking program to entities that provide eligible career guidance to internationally educated residents of Oregon
· MOMNIBUS
· Collection of bill ideas to provide housing benefits for pregnant mothers
· ODHS is working in partnership with Sen Reynolds
· HB2374:  Chronic absenteeism
· Programs to provide services for students who are chronically absent 
· HB3435
· School meals for all- extending free breakfast and lunch to every public-school student in the state
· ODHS is planning to continue if the feds will allow it

· POP’s
· Elderly Simplified Application POP- ESAP

· As a reminder to apply Oregonians have three choices
· The can go online to ONE.oregon.gov
· Visit an office
· Or call
· Wait Times
· To reach an Eligibility worker, the average time was 12 minutes
· More historical data on wait times can be found here: ONE Customer Service Center Dashboards
· Translation Update
· New languages rolling out for the most common notices
· More languages coming each month
· The SNAP renewal form came out in Marshallese
· We will have the full paper application (0415F) that is currently available in 8 languages, it will be available in Chuukese and Marshallese in the next month
· New SOGI/REALD coming online 
· SOGI: Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity
· REALD: Race, Ethnicity, and Language + Disability
· These are required Oregon law to request this information 
· Helps target out services and request from Legislature
· These questions will be optional for the applicant
· Most OHP eligibility periods are two years, but to prevent all eligibility determination to be required one year and none the next – some eligibility periods will be extended.
· This will allow eligibility determinations to be spread out and avoid delays in determinations
