Beginning in the fall and working toward Regional Tournament in late February or
early March, students in Destination ImagiNation® use what they have learned in the
classroom to work together in teams of up to 7 students to solve one of five central
challenges. The focus of each challenge varies, emphasizing dramatic and artistic
skills, or technical and mechanical skills in varying degrees. Throughout the year the
teams also practice improvisational Instant Challenges that stimulate the team’s
ability to think quickly and creatively. Most teams in Oregon are facilitated by parent
managers. Through this program students learn brainstorming and creative thinking
skills, project and time management, and presentation skills, while having a great
time. New this year a sixth challenge for Mid and High School students involving
community service called Project Outreach. In addition we have a program
sponsored by the Association of Equipment Manufacturers for student interested in
the engineering or the construction industry.
