Framework Data Element FAQ

1) What are the criteria for an item to be a Framework Data Element?
___ Multiple, well-defined business uses that articulate the importance of the creation and long-term maintenance of the data

___ Multiple, well-defined set of users or organizations/agencies who rely on the data for their business needs.

 – OR – 

___ Legislatively mandated dataset required for the fulfillment of a specific purpose defined in ORS/OAR. 


2) Is an attribute table or supplemental table to a separate geospatial layer considered a Framework Data Element?   No.

3) Does the data have to be a geospatial layer?  Ie.. shapefile, feature dataset, feature class.  Yes.

4) What about a dataset that doesn’t actually exist? Should it be included on the Framework Data Element List?  
It can be included as a Framework Data Element if the criteria in #1 above are met AND if the dataset could be reasonably assembled if adequate resources were provided. 

5) How should a package of data layers be addressed in the inventory?  (geodatabase w/ multiple feature classes)
Depends on the data.  The FIT should decide how data are presented in the inventory. The ‘Description’ should appropriately describe the data or data package.
